The Collective Obsessions Saga chronicles the extraordinary loves and intricate obsessions 

between two families sweeping a span of  more than 150 years, all set against the backdrop 

of  a Gothic seaside mansion in Maine. Amidst murder, madness, perverse self-indulgence 

and avarice, the two families struggle to free themselves from a dark legacy of  secrets and 

obsessions. The novels are set in the combined genres of  mystery, the paranormal, historical 

romance, and dotted with a touch of  the macabre and hints of  classic Gothicism. Books in 

the saga include The Advent, Quixotic Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet, Enthrallment, The 

Keeper's Journal, Hearts Desires, The Twilight and Megan's Legacy. A ninth book in the saga, 

Limb of  Iniquity, is tentatively scheduled for release in 2025.

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PLEASE NOTE: 

The fictional town of  Larkin City, Maine was founded by Irish immigrant John Larkin in the spring of  

1867. The family timeline of  the Collective Obsessions Saga also includes friends and other characters in 

the decades-long storyline. Characters and other information may be subject to change as the author is 

currently writing the last book in the saga, Limb of  Iniquity. 
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1804 

Dary O'Quinn born in Bantry, Ireland. Becomes father to Anne O'Quinn Larkin and Maeve 

O'Quinn. Later travels to America with his son-in-law John O'Larkin (1866), where he 

opens a blacksmith shop known as Quinn's Forge. Dary appears in The Advent. 

 

 31st October 1829 

John Kevin O'Larkin born unto Kevin Patrick O'Larkin and Rachel Garrity O'Larkin in 

Castletownbere, County Cork, Ireland. Appears in The Advent and Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 27th February 1834 

Anne O'Quinn born unto Dary O'Quinn and Fiona Fitzgerald O'Quinn in Bantry, County 

Cork, Ireland. She will later marry John O'Larkin (1855). Appears in The Advent. 

 

 1836 

Maeve O'Quinn born unto Dary O'Quinn and Fiona Fitzgerald O'Quinn in Bantry, County 

Cork, Ireland. She will become engaged to John O'Larkin but is struck down by the pox and 

dies (1855) three days before their wedding. Instead, John marries Maeve's older sister, Anne. 

Maeve is briefly mentioned in The Advent. 

 

 23rd April 1840 

Lizbeth Bisiker born in Oxford, England. She will later become owner of  the Amber Whale 

Tavern in Larkin City, Maine, and the mistress of  John O'Larkin. After Anne Larkin's death 

in 1889, Lizbeth moves into the Larkin mansion until her death (1929). Appears in The 

Advent and Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 1841 

Elliot McShane born in New York City. He will go on to become father to Sasha McShane, 

who will marry Roderick "Roddy" Larkin (1881). Elliot dies in 1930. Appears in The Advent. 

 

 10th February 1845 

Claude Phillipe Mondoux, future chef  of  John O'Larkin, born unto Ysabel Amelot 

Mondoux in Chamonix, France. Appears in The Advent and Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 1850 

Rory McGarren born in Hartford, Connecticut. Marries Samantha Rhodes in 1880 and 

becomes father of  Colleen McGarren Larkin and Phoebe McGarren. He will also become a 

doctor and move to Larkin City after being lured there by John O'Larkin in 1873 with the 

promise of  a handsome salary. Rory births the twin boys born to Colm Sullivan and Molly 

Larkin under a veil of  secrecy. Appears in The Advent. 
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 10th February 1850 

Nigel Barton-Brooks, future butler to John O'Larkin, born in London, England. Appears in 

The Advent and Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 1855 

John O'Larkin and Anne O'Quinn are married in Castletownbere, County Cork, Ireland. 

 

 29th October 1855 

Clea Pettibone, future head maid at the Larkin mansion, born in Reading, England. 

Appears in The Advent. 

 

1858 

Adam Bisiker (1858-1951) born unto Lizbeth Bisiker in London, England. He will later 

inherit the Amber Whale Tavern in Larkin City, Maine from his mother and go on to father 

Linda Marie Bisiker (1937-2004); who married George Sullivan in 1954. Appears in The 

Advent and Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 28th October 1859 

Roderick "Roddy" O'Larkin born unto John O'Larkin and Anne O'Quinn O'Larkin in 

Castletownbere, County Cork, Ireland. He will go on to marry New York socialite Sascha 

McShane (1881), and become father to Patrick Larkin (1895). He also developed Larkin 

City with expansion and several new businesses. Roddy appears in The Advent and Quixotic 

Crossings. 

 

 17th March 1860 

Colm Michael Sullivan, future lighthouse keeper to John O'Larkin 

(1880), born unto Michaleen and Eibhlín Sullivan in Malahide, County 

Dublin, Ireland. In 1879, Michaleen and Eibhlín were killed by British 

soldiers in Malahide. Later, the soldiers set fire to his house, where his 

younger sister Bridget died. Once in America, he has an affair with 

Molly Larkin, John Larkin's only daughter, which produces twin boys, 

Michael and John (1881). He later has another son, Aidan (1886), by 

his wife Maureen Kelly. Aside from being a lighthouse keeper, Colm is also a talented artist. 

The flourish of  his artwork reveals the history as it began between the Larkin and Sullivan 

families. The pictures are plaintive, expressing deep emotions on still-life of  canvas. He 

painted multiple landscapes of  the Irish boat docking in New York City in 1880, along with 

the lighthouse and keeper's cottage. A plentiful cache of  personal images also emerge: Molly 

Larkin and Colm on a beach picnic; Molly and Colm in the throes of  passion, their naked 

bodies glistening in firelight; Molly screaming in childbirth, straining herself  in a bed to 

bring forth twins; Molly in her attic refuge, head bent in deep depression with a bottle of  

laudanum in her hand; Molly and Colm facing one another in the room atop the lighthouse; 

Molly throwing herself  from the cliffs at Banshee Point, her skirts billowing after her; and 
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the bare and stark image of  Molly's headstone in the Larkin family cemetery. Colm 

envisioned incidents in his mind. He had knowledge of  events, and painted each from 

memories of  people involved. He took part in many of  the occasions personally, but others 

he painted from imagination and recounts of  the happenings. His art is a living history of  

his own family, the Larkin's and their wondrous estate, and brings his descendants full circle. 

Appears in The Advent and Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 7th August 1864 

Mary Margaret (Molly) O'Larkin born unto John O'Larkin and Anne O'Quinn O'Larkin in 

Castletownbere, County Cork, Ireland. She will go on to have an affair with lighthouse 

keeper Colm Sullivan, and bears twin sons from the union: Michael "Mick" Sullivan and 

John "Johnny" Sullivan (1881). Molly appears in The Advent, and as a ghost in Quixotic 

Crossings. 

 

 27th October 1864 

Sascha McShane born unto Elliot and Tamara McShane in New York City. Sascha will later 

marry Roddy Larkin (1881) and become mother to their son, Patrick (1895). Appears in The 

Advent and Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 1865 

Maureen Kelly born unto Jack Kelly in Limerick, Ireland. She will later become personal 

maid to Molly Larkin, and wife to Colm Sullivan (1880). Maureen and Colm have one son 

together, Aidan (1886). Maureen also plays mother to Mick and Johnny Sullivan, Colm's 

twin sons by Molly Larkin. Maureen appears in The Advent. 

 

 October 1865 

John O'Larkin inherits €200,000 from his late aunt, Grace O'Larkin. 

 

 September 1866 

John O'Larkin and his family (including his father-in-law Dary O'Quinn), take the steamer 

ship SS Tobercurry from Dún Laoghaire Harbor, Ireland to New York City, USA. 

 

 Spring 1867 

John O'Larkin purchases a twenty-two mile stretch of  Maine coastline between the villages 

of  Searsport and Stockton Springs, thus establishing Larkin Village. John drops the "O" 

from Larkin because he thought it sounded more American, easier to remember and 

pronounce. He also legally changes his own name in the process, and those of  his wife and 

children.  

 

 Autumn 1868 

John Larkin and his family move into their newly-built mansion on the Larkin estate, 

located outside of  Larkin Village and near Banshee Point on the sea. 
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 1871 

Nigel Barton-Brooks comes from England to Larkin City, Maine to become John Larkin's 

butler. 

 

 1873 

Clea Pettibone comes from England to Larkin City, Maine to become head maid at the 

Larkin mansion. 

 

 31st December 1873 

Nigel Barton-Brooks and Clea Pettibone are married at the Larkin mansion. 

 

 13th January 1875 

Claude Mondoux comes to America, where he is hired by John Larkin to be chef  on the 

family estate. 

 

 29th November 1878 

Layla Barton-Brooks born unto Nigel Barton-Brooks and Clea Pettibone Barton-Brooks at 

the Larkin mansion. She will later become wife to Michael "Mick" Sullivan (1905), and 

mother to his son, Jean-Claude Sullivan (1907). Layla appears in Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 June 1880 

Colm Sullivan arrives in America from Ireland, where he is hired by John Larkin to be the 

lighthouse keeper at Banshee Point. 

 

 1st November 1880 

Colm Sullivan marries Molly Larkin's maid, Maureen Kelly, in the lighthouse keeper's 

cottage at Banshee's Point on the Larkin estate in Larkin City, Maine. 

 

 12th February 1881 

Roderick "Roddy" Larkin marries New York City socialite Sascha McShane in the mansion 

on the Larkin estate. 

 

 30th June 1881 

Twins Michael "Mick" Sullivan and John "Johnny" Sullivan born unto Colm Sullivan and 

Mary Margaret (Molly) Larkin in Larkin City, Maine. The truth of  their parentage is hidden 

on the insistence of  John Larkin. While Johnny dies young (1886), Mick goes on to replace 

his father as lighthouse keeper at Banshee Point in 1919, and works there until the 

lighthouse becomes automated in 1927. He then operates the schooner Lady Banshee for 

Larkin Harbor Tour Company. Mick marries Layla Barton-Brooks in 1905, and they have 

one child, son Jean-Claude Sullivan (1907). Mick appears in The Advent and Quixotic 

Crossings. 
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 1884 

Gerald Frazier born in Searsport, Maine. He will later become the Larkin family attorney, 

also being friends with Jean-Claude Sullivan and Mason Berger. Appears in The Advent and 

Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 21st October 1886 

Aidan Jack Kelly Sullivan born unto Colm Sullivan and Maureen Kelly Sullivan in the 

lighthouse keeper's cottage at Banshee's Point on the Larkin estate in Larkin City, Maine. 

Appears in The Advent and Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 16th November 1886 

John "Johnny" Sullivan dies in Larkin City, Maine. He is buried in the Larkin City Cemetery. 

 

 26th November 1886 

Mary Margaret (Molly) Larkin dies by suicide in Larkin City, Maine. She throws herself  

from the lighthouse to the rocks below. Molly is buried in the family cemetery on the Larkin 

estate. 

 

 7th December 1889 

Anne O'Quinn Larkin dies in Larkin City, Maine. She is buried in the family cemetery on 

the Larkin estate. 

 

 19th December 1890 

Nicholas Bertrand born in Paris, France. He will later become the chef  at the Larkin 

mansion (1926), and conduct an illicit affair with Colleen Larkin, wife of  Patrick Larkin 

(John Larkin's son). Appears in Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 1894 

Dary O'Quinn dies. He is buried in the family cemetery on the Larkin estate. 

 

 1895 

Niles Wharritt born in Florida. He goes to Larkin City to practice as a doctor, where he 

meets and becomes engaged to Phoebe McGarren (1926). Patrick Larkin cut the brakes in 

Niles' car (never proven), which causes an accident that kills him. The tragedy occurs on the 

eve of  Niles' wedding to Phoebe (1934). Appears in Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 6th May 1895 

Patrick Larkin born unto Roddy and Sascha Larkin in Larkin City, Maine. He will go on to 

establish the family lumber yard (Larkin Lumber) and to marry Colleen McGarren (1918). 

Also father to Brian Larkin (1920) and Rory Larkin (1924). Patrick has an affair with 

Colleen's sister, Phoebe McGarren, from 1925 to 1926. Appears in The Advent and Quixotic 

Crossings. 
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 3rd February 1896 

Mason Bergermeinhisler (Mason Berger) born in Munich, Bavaria, Germany. He will later 

become a writer and constant companion to Jean-Claude Sullivan from 1934 to 1985. 

Appears in Quixotic Crossings and Enthrallment. 

 

 6th May 1899 

Phoebe McGarren born unto Rory and Samantha McGarren in Larkin City, 

Maine. She opens the dress shop Phoebe's Boutique in Larkin City (1920), 

but sold it in 1958 in order to move into the Larkin mansion to take care of  

her sister, Colleen, after a stroke. Phoebe had an affair with Colleen's 

husband, Patrick Larkin (1925-1926). Also engaged to Dr. Niles Wharritt 

(1926), but he dies in a suspicious car accident in 1934, before they can marry. Phoebe 

appears in Quixotic Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet and Enthrallment. 

 

 29th January 1901 

Colleen McGarren born unto Rory and Samantha McGarren in Larkin City, Maine. She 

will later marry Patrick Larkin (1918) and become the mother  of  two sons, Brian Larkin 

(1920) and Rory Larkin (1924). She also has an affair with family chef  Nicholas Bertrand 

from 1935 to 1947, when the chef  is murdered by Patrick. Colleen appears in The Advent and 

Quixotic Crossings. 

 

 1905 

Mick Sullivan and Layla Barton-Brooks are married at the Larkin mansion. 

 

 4th November 1907 

Jean-Claude Sullivan born unto Mick Sullivan and Layla Barton-Brooks Sullivan in Larkin 

City, Maine. He marries Jennifer O'Connor (1927), who gives him one son, George Sullivan 

(1932). Jean-Claude becomes a journalist for the Larkin Gazette, where he meets Mason 

Berger. The two men move to Paris, France in 1940, where they live out their lives together. 

Jean-Claude appears in Quixotic Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet and Enthrallment. 

 

 1910 

Maureen Kelly Sullivan dies in Larkin City, Maine. She is buried in the Larkin City 

Cemetery. 

 

 17th February 1911 

Jennifer O'Connor born in Boothbay Harbor, Maine. She will later marry Jean-Claude 

Sullivan (1927), giving birth to George Sullivan (aka Ben Webb) in 1932. Jennifer and Jean-

Claude separated shortly after their son's birth, but never divorced. Jennifer was descended 

from Patrick O'Connor, who came to America from Ireland by boat with Colm Sullivan in 

1880. She tried to keep George from his first love, Susan O'Reilly, paying the girl to stay 

away, even as she birthed their daughter, Charlene "Carly" O'Reilly (1949). Jennifer appears 

in Quixotic Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet and Enthrallment. 
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 Summer 1916 

Aidan Sullivan becomes a Catholic priest and relocates to Timmins, Ontario, Canada. 

 

 1919 

Rory McGarren dies in Larkin City, Maine. He was father to Colleen Larkin and Phoebe 

McGarren. 

 

 3rd April 1920 

Brian John Larkin born unto Roddy Larkin and Sascha McShane Larkin at the Larkin 

estate. He will later marry Mary Labrecque (1947) and become father to twins, Shannon 

and Sean (1951). He owned and operated Larkin Mines for many years. Brian appears in 

The Advent, Quixotic Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet, Enthrallment, The Keeper's Journal and 

Hearts Desires. 

 

 1922 

Miriam Maitland born in Larkin City, Maine. She would become the mother of  Dana 

Maitland (1951), mother-in-law to Sean Larkin (1981), and grandmother to Derek and 

Diana Larkin (1983). Miriam appears in Enthrallment. 

 

 20th June 1923 

Bridget Maloney born unto James Maloney in Larkin City, Maine, who was the city's sole 

barber until 1948. Bridget will become nanny to Kevin and Liam Larkin, and later help care 

for Shannon and Sean Larkin. She retired to a rest home in 1990 before dying of  natural 

causes in 2009. Appears in Quixotic Crossings and briefly in Enthrallment. 

 

 18th September 1923 

Mae Jensen born in Larkin City, Maine. She will later become chef  to the Larkin family at 

the mansion (1951-1989). Appears in Quixotic Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet and 

Enthrallment. 

 

 24th February 1924 

Rory Kevin Larkin born unto Roddy Larkin and Sascha McShane Larkin at the Larkin 

estate. He will later marry Denise O'Toole (1944) and become father to two sons, Kevin 

(1945) and Liam (1948). He ran Larkin Lumber for many years. Rory appears in Quixotic 

Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet, Enthrallment, The Keeper's Journal and Hearts Desires. 

 

 15th January 1926 

John Larkin dies in Larkin City, Maine. He is buried in the family cemetery on the Larkin 

estate.

 3rd December 1927 

Denise O'Toole is born in Larkin City, Maine. She will later marry Rory Larkin (1944) and 

become mother to two sons, Kevin (1945) and Liam (1948). Note: Denise was the 

granddaughter of  Barry O'Toole, who came with Colm Sullivan by boat to the USA in 1880. Denise 

appears in Quixotic Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet, Enthrallment, The Keeper's Journal and 

Hearts Desires. 

 

 1929 

Lizbeth Bisiker, mistress of  John Larkin, dies in the family mansion. She is buried at the 

Larkin City Cemetery. 

 

 10th March 1931 

Anita Howard is born in New York City. She will later become a reputable fashion designer 

and lover to Scott Page before he meets Shannon Larkin. Anita appears in The Twain Shall 

Meet. 

 

 17th August 1931 

Mary Labrecque born in Timmins, Ontario, Canada. She will later marry Brian Larkin 

(1947) and become mother to twins, Shannon and Sean Larkin (1951). Mary appears in 

Quixotic Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet, Enthrallment, The Keeper's Journal, Hearts Desires, The 

Twilight and Megan's Legacy. 

 

 15th March 1932 

Susan O'Reilly born in Larkin City, Maine unto Samuel and Carol O'Reilly, who are owners 

of  a seafood restaurant chain (The Sand Trap). Susan has an affair with George Sullivan, 

which results in the birth of  their daughter, Charlene "Carly" O'Reilly (1949). She goes on to 

open her own marketing consultant business (Impression Media Works Ad Agency) in Bangor, 

Maine. Appears in Quixotic Crossings and Enthrallment. 

 

 15th March 1932 

George Sullivan born unto Jean-Claude Sullivan and Jennifer O'Connor in 

Larkin City, Maine. He went on to have an affair with his first love, Susan 

O'Reilly, which resulted in the birth of  their daughter, Charlene "Carly" 

O'Reilly (1949). He later marries Linda Bisiker (1954), and has two more 

children: Mike Sullivan (1956) and Sara Sullivan (1961). After divorcing 

Linda in 1961, George changed his name to Ben Webb as he wanted to 

disassociate himself  from the Sullivan and Larkin families. He did a stint in the Army 

during the Vietnam war, and later took up bus driving and woodworking as his primary jobs. 

George returned to Larkin City in 1983, and eventually reacquaints himself  with his family 

members, both Sullivan and Larkin. Appears in Quixotic Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet, 

Enthrallment, The Keeper's Journal, Hearts Desires, The Twilight, Megan's Legacy and Limb of  

Iniquity. 
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 12th April 1933 

Colm Sullivan dies in Larkin City, Maine. He is buried in the Larkin City Cemetery. 

 

 13th November 1934 

Vittorio "Vito" Cimarelli born in Naples, Italy. He will later marry Emma Lombardi and 

become the father of  Tom Cimarelli, husband of  Angie Page. Vito appears in The Keeper's 

Journal, Hearts Desires, The Twilight, Megan's Legacy and Limb of  Iniquity. 

 

 17th March 1936 

Claude Mondoux dies in Larkin City, Maine. He is buried in the family cemetery on the 

Larkin estate. 

 

 24th July 1937 

Linda Bisiker born unto Adam Bisiker in Ellsworth, Maine. She will later marry George 

Sullivan (1954; divorced 1961), and become mother to Mike Sullivan (1956) and Sara 

Sullivan (1961). Linda appears in The Twain Shall Meet, Enthrallment and The Keeper's Journal. 

 

 1939 

Cora Ann Hogan born in Providence, Rhode Island. She will later marry Alexander St. 

John (chemistry professor at Larkin City University), and become mother to Andrea St. 

John (1958), and grandmother to Alexandra Cimarelli (1995). At one point, Cora works as 

the family chef  at the Larkin mansion (2002-2003). She later develops dementia, when she is 

housed at the Harbor Springs Rest Home in Larkin City. Cora appears in The Twilight and 

Limb of  Iniquity. 

 

 9th January 1940 

Scott James Page is born unto William Page and Maria Amaretto Page in 

Bangor, Maine. He will later marry Shannon Larkin (1971) and become father 

to Angela "Angie" Page (1972) and James "Jamie" Page (1973). Scott conducts 

an affair with nurse Andrea St. John, which results in the birth of  their 

daughter, Alexandra (1995). Scott appears in The Twain Shall Meet, Enthrallment, The Keeper's 

Journal, Hearts Desires, The Twilight, and as a ghost in Megan's Legacy. 

 

 5th July 1941 

Mark Balsam born unto Jameson Balsam, who later becomes a detective for the Larkin City 

Police Department. Mark will follow in his father's footsteps, serving LCPD from 1969 to 

1996. He appears in The Twain Shall Meet, The Keepers Journal, Hearts Desires and Megan's 

Legacy. 

 

 1943 

Adelina Sansovino born in Manhattan, New York (Little Italy). She will go on to marry 

Mario Sansovino, who owns Sansovino's Pizza & Italian Market on Spring Street in Little Italy, 

New York. The family flat is above the business. Adelina and Mario have three children, 
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Antonio (1964), Jacopo (1967) and Desideria (Désirée, 1971). Adelina is thrilled when her 

daughter marries Jamie Page (2000), but is under no illusion that their marriage is ordinary. 

However, she dotes on their son, Gabriel (Gabe, 2003), and has a close relationship with 

Shannon Larkin. Adelina appears in Hearts Desires, The Twilight, Megan's Legacy and Limb of  

Iniquity. 

 

 28th March 1945 

Kevin John Larkin born unto Rory Larkin and Denise O'Toole Larkin in Larkin City, Maine. 

He will later jointly own Larkin Lumber with his brother, Liam Larkin. Kevin appears in 

Quixotic Crossings, The Twain Shall Meet, Enthrallment, The Keeper's Journal, Hearts Desires, The 

Twilight, Megan's Legacy and Limb of  Iniquity. 

 

 9th April 1945 

Michael "Mick" Sullivan dies in Larkin City Maine. He is buried in the Larkin City 

Cemetery. 

 

 1945 

Kristoffer "Kit" Bathers born unto Julian Bathers, who was the Larkin City medical 

examiner. Kit later becomes father to Kipling "Kip" Bathers (1985), who is Megan Larkin's 

best friend. 

 

 1946 

David Bonham born in Los Angeles, California. He begins working at Larkin Lumber in 

1970, and also becomes close with Shannon Larkin. Mike Sullivan murders David by 

stabbing him to death the same year. He was buried in Los Angeles. Appears in The Twain 

Shall Meet. 

 

 23rd April 1946 

Roderick "Roddy" Larkin dies in Larkin City, Maine. He is buried in the family cemetery on 

the Larkin estate. 

 

 20th August 1947 

Brian Larkin marries Canadian-born Mary Labrecque in the mansion on the Larkin estate. 

 

 31st October 1947 

Patrick Larkin dies by suicide (hanging) after murdering the family chef, Nicholas Bertrand, 

for having an affair with Colleen Larkin. Patrick is buried in the family cemetery on the 

Larkin estate. 

 

 29th December 1947 

Marianne Chamberlain born unto Douglas Chamberlain in Augusta, Maine. She will later 

become the first wife of  Sean Larkin and mother to his son, Ambrose (Brose) Larkin. 

Marianne also went on to re-marry four more times, giving birth to Brose's half-sisters, 
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Lynette Maxwell (1977) and Kimberly Maxwell (1978). In the ensuing years, Marianne 

plots with Carly O'Reilly and Sara Sullivan in their vendetta against Shannon Larkin. 

 

 31st October 1947
